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4 Chapter 53: BOATS

§ 53-5 Speed limit.

No person shall operate any motorboat or powerboat upon any waters within or bounding the city at a
speed exceeding 10 miles per hour.

aé 53-6 Operation permitted during certain hours.

A person may operate a motorboat or powerboat upon waters within or bounding the city only during
the following periods of each day:

A.  From one hour before sunrise to one hour after sunset on each weekday.

B. From 12:00 noon to one hour after sunset on Sundays.

§ 53-7 Motorboats prohibited in certain areas.

A.  No person shall operate any motorboat or boat propelled or driven by a motor or engine commonly
known as an “outboard” or “detachable motor” upon those portions of the Ramapo River within the
following described areas:
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
